INCREASING ACCESS TO WIOA

Challenge: Fewer than 6,000 foster youth nationwide
access WIOA-funded programs annually

Major obstacle: 75% of funds are spent on out-of-school,
out-of-work youth. Most foster youth are in school.
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Solution: Reduce out-of-school youth set-aside to 50%
and make it contingent that workforce boards use that
additional flexibility to serve in-school foster youth
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Waiver Process: Engage your state workforce board and
state employment agency. Draft and submit waiver
request. After approval, establish an opt-in process to
measure implementation and ensure accountability.
