* There is a significant difference between kids having
supervision afterschool and being in a high-quality program.
e Quality programs look like:
o Building math, reading, social-emotional skills of
elementary aged kids
o Middle and High School aged youth participating in
community service projects, leadership skills, career
exposure
o High-quality programs are proven to produce better
outcomes in academic achievement and school
attendance®
o Less staff turnover
